He noted that interviews to appoint new members of the Authority were held during the week and will
continue on 23rd May in London.

The Chief Executive’s Report
1J presented her written report. She outlined her meeting with Shaun Woodward who noted his
approval of S4C’s digital capacity and benefited from being present at the meeting.

She reported that she had given evidence before the House of Commons Culture, Media and Sport
Select Committee on 24t April and that the Committee’s response was positive, and that the level of
regard to S4C as a broadcaster was very high.

She noted that S4C’s web-broadcasts since 24th April is in addition to the programmes already
available on broadband.

1J noted the success of Con Passionate and re-branding showed that S4C can compete with the
best.
