Ar hyn o bryd, nid yw
recordiadau o fusnes y Cynulliad ar gael yn rhad ac am
ddim, mae’r gwasanaethau gwe’n gyfyngedig o ran eu
hansawdd, ac maen nhw hefyd yn ddibynnol ar safon yr
offer technoleg gwybodaeth sydd ar gael. Efallai na
fydd gan y cyhoedd a chyrff y sectorau gwirfoddol a
chyhoeddus yr adnoddau i’w buddsoddi yn y dewisiadau
eraill hyn.

SUBJECT: S4C CONSULTATION -
PROPOSALS FOR THE FUTURE PROVISION
OF A WELSH LANGUAGE TELEVISION
CHANNEL FOR CHILDREN

While we would not object to the proposal for a new
Welsh language public service television channel for
children, we would support the continued service
provision of Assembly broadcasting in some form.
S4C2 serves an important public information
function in broadcasting Assembly business, which
is also set to increase as a result of the enhanced
devolution  settlement. Current provision is
particularly valuable to those living outside of
Cardiff who have a vested interest in Welsh politics.

If the consultation concludes that there will be less or
no provision of Assembly broadcasting on S4C2,
then it would seem reasonable to propose an
alternative means of providing this information,
whether it be access to recordings free of charge, or
improvements in the provision of web-casting
services. Currently, recordings of Assembly business
are not available free of charge, the web-casting
service is limited in terms of its quality, and is also
dependent on the standard of IT equipment available.
Public and voluntary sector bodies and members of
the public may not have the resources to invest in
these alternatives.
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
